* §6. Except when a Postmaster General shall deem a longer interval necesssry, “late
letters” will be received at any Post Office uutil fifteen minutcs beforc the despatch of tae mails.
But no Iate letter will be forwarded by the mail preparing tor despatch unless fully pre-paid
by means of stamps, so as to include the ordinary postage and the late-letter fee. The late-

reminded that the transmission of clabbed packets is an infringement of the Law, 1emler1ug
the persun liable to severe penalties under Section 46 of the Post Office Act.

Government not responsible for loss.

* Under Section 65 of the Post Office’ Act, the Government is not responsible for & any loss
‘or damagu which may occur in respect of anything entrusted to the Post Office for eonveyance,
and no person employed by the Government in the Post Office Department -is responsible for

any such loss or damage, unless that person shall have caused such loss or damage neghgently,
malictously, or fraudulently.

Letters for Teheran, Ispahan or Shiraz, if fully pre paic with ordinery Indian inland

postage, will be sent to the Indian Post Office a; Bushire and thence forwarded by land dik to
destination.

Letters for such places in Turkey in Asia, Asia Minor or Syria as have no Austrian or
French Post Offices (see lists of Austrian and of French Offices in Turkey given in the Schedule)

should be addressed to the care of an agent at the nearest port at which an Austrian or French
Office has been estublished. ‘ '

For instance, letters for Aleppo may be sent to the French Office at Latakia or Alexandretta,
and letters for Damascus tothe French or Austrian Office at Beyrout.

. Liettersand other articles for Uashmere are forwarded during the summer months (15th
April to 1st November) through the Indian Post Office at Hurree and thence !y Cashmere 1ost
to Srinuggur, where an Indian Post Office ir rvaintained t~mporarily. During <he sumwer Letters,
&c., sent by this route are subject to the ordina.y Indian inland rates of posiage and to *“:
ordinary rules as respects pre-payment ; but additional postage equal to Indian postage is levied
on delivery on bohalf of the Cashmere Government. During the winter months letters for
Casbmere, if fully pre-paid with ordinary Indian iuland pori. ge, are forwarded to the Indiap

. Frontier Post Officc at Sealkote and thence by Cashmere post to summoo. This route is
closed during the saminer when the Murree route is open. '

(7).—Accorling to the Regulatlons of the German Postal Umion, no letler exceeding 50
gramm_::a little more than 1% ounces) in weight, and cuntaining any other enclosure than paper,
can b: allowed to circulate by the post. Any letters, therefore, forwarded in the mail o Prussia
above that weight, and containing any other enclosure than paper, will be liable, on their arrival
at the Prussian frontier, to be stopped, and sent to the Custom House for Celivery as freight.

Transmission of Jewelry, &ec., o Spain, Turkey, and Costa Rica.

(8):—The laws of Spain torbid the transmission by the post within that country of letters or
other packets containing watches, jewelry or other articles of value which are linble to Customs du-
ties. Any such packets, therefore, which may be forwarded in the aails to Spain, will not be
delivered, but will be sent back from the frontier. - A similar prohibition, on pain of forfeiture,
is placed vpon the transmission of diamonds and other jewels to the Turkish Empire, and of
money and jewelry-to the Republic of Costa Rica.
